P ROJ E CT: Cardan Shaft for Pressing Machine

B R I E F: Following assembly of a new press machine, there 
were extended lead times for the OEM-supplied drive couplings  
and lack of technical expertise and communication.

S O L U T I O N: Beattys’ engineers were contacted by the 
plant managers and following a site visit gathered all the 
technical duty data, including motor power and roll speeds. 
A comprehensive design proposal was put forward for a full 
set of cardan shafts, drive couplings and spares. Following 
plant approval Beattys were able to manufacture and supply 
all components in the agreed timeframes, speeding up 
productivity and minimising downtime.

P ROJ E CT: Gimbal Shaft for Slag Car

B R I E F: Due to the slag car frame being out of alignment 
following years of operation, the original gear coupling was 
working outside of recommended operating angle parameters, 
therefore resulting in premature wear and component failure.

S O L U T I O N: Following discussions with Beattys’ technical 
team and Bluescope engineers, Beattys designed a cardan 
shaft solution with universal joints and integrated sliding 
spline to manage the variable and increased operating angles. 
Custom-manufactured flanges to suit the existing drive flanges 
allowed fitment without modification to existing slag car 
design. Universal joints were custom fitted with heavy duty 
thrust washers and sealing system to withstand the operating 
temperatures in excess of 150°C.

N E W Z E A LA N D S T E E L 
G L E N B RO O K P LA N T, A U C K LA N D 

P ROJ E CT: Oscillator Cardan Shaft

B R I E F: NZ Steel was experiencing premature component 
failure and excessive corrosion from water and steam finding its 
way into the telescopic sliding spline assembly.

S O L U T I O N: Beattys’ design team visited the plant to 
identify the environmental factors contributing to the 
premature failures. Following consultation with the plant 
engineers, Beattys designed an innovative triple-lip sealing 
system including a custom stainless steel seal surface area, 
completely restricting corrosive penetration. Upgrade has 
resulted in an >300% increase in service life.
